Safety

To prevent injury:
» Read all instructions before use.

> Always keep the unit upright.

Remove packaging and safely discard
packing material.

Do not lift the unit by the handle on
the lid.

When not in use, keep machine turned
off at the power point.

Keep all vents clear.

» Do not disassemble the unit for
any reason.

> Do notuse any other accessories
other than those provided with your
BrewArt BeerDroid or available from
BrewArt.

> Do not use this BeerDroid for
anything other than what it has been
designed for.

> Keep the unit away from children
and pets.

Lift and transport the unit with

care. Never lift, move or transport
unless empty. Always use safe lifting
techniques. Do not store explosive
substances such as aerosol cans with a
flammable propellant in your BeerDroid.

If the power cord is damaged, it must
be replaced by the manufacturer, its
service agent or similarly qualified
persons in order to avoid a hazard.

The BeerDroid is intended for household
and domestic use only.

The BeerDroid is not intended for use
by persons with reduced physical,
sensory or mental capabilities, or lack
of experience and knowledge, unless
they are supervised or given instruction
concerning the use of the BeerDroid by
a person responsible for their safety.

Only use a soft damp cloth to wipe down
external surfaces. Do not use solvents or
harsh chemicals. A mild detergent may
be used.

Failure to keep your BeerDroid upright
may result in damage to its compressor
cooling system.

Getting to know your BeerDroid
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A. Quick lock lid:
Lid that locks into position. Keeps
your brew contaminant free whilst
still allowing CO, to vent.

B B. Viewing window:
LED light to check brew during
fermentation.

H D. Drain plug:
Allows residual fluid to drain away
for easier cleaning.

E. Vents:
For cooling the compressor. Keep
clear.

F. LCD screen:
Displays menu, status and brewing
notifications.

G. Control panel:
To control the BeerDroid.

H. Carry handles:
For lifting the unit. Do not lift using
the handle on the lid.

I. Power cord connection
& ON/OFF switch.

ﬂ Unboxing

Place your BeerDroid box on the floor
and open the top of the box.

Remove the foam, keeping other items
as you will need these later.

Using safe lifting techniques, lift the BeerDroid
out of the box, by gripping the sturdy plastic
bag with both hands.

A IMPORTANT

NEVER lift the unit by
the lid handle.

A IMPORTANT

DO NOT tilt or lay BeerDroid on its back
or side as this can cause damage to the
COMPressor.

ﬂ Preparation

When removing the BeerDroid after
unpacking, use the Carry Handles - see H
in Getting to know your BeerDroid.

Place the unit on a clean, flat surface in a
dry, cool place away from direct sunlight or
other heat and where it won’t be bumped or
affected by vibrations.

Ensure you can access the tap without having
to move the unit when it’s time to keg the beer
(e.g. position it at the edge of a bench) - see
Diagram A.

Ensure all vents are free of obstructions and
the unitis at least 10cm away from walls and
other objects - see Diagram A.

Connect to power. Turn power switch at rear
of BeerDroid to ON.

The LCD display screen will light up, with the
ALE program flashing - see F in Getting to
know your BeerDroid.

B Assembly

H Before you Brew - Prepare & Sanitise

» Position nearasink or
somewhere you can drain the
contents of your BeerDroid.

> Fill your BeerDroid with warm e
water to within 5mm of the brim.

» Add BrewArt DroidCleanse tablet.

» Fasten thelid into the lock
position - see Diagram B

» Leaveforone hour.

» To sanitise the internals of the
tap, open the tap and release half
a cup of liquid through the tap.

» Leave forafurther hour.

> Drain the solution through the
tap until no more solution
flows out.

> Remove drain plug and allow the
remaining solution to flow out.

> Lightly rinse with clean water.

> Replace lid if not brewing
immediately.

Your BeerDroid should be sanitised no more than 24 hours prior to brewing. For more
